A wreath was laid at the Remembrance service by Cllr Edelman on behalf of the Parish Council. Work to improve the pavilion in Almonry meadow revealed a couple of dangerous trees, quotes have been arranged for these to be removed. It is also proposed to create a 5-year management plan to care for the trees at Almonry Meadow. Maintenance of grassed areas has also been discussed. Redrow have been approached to ask if they might contribute to the cost of a mower. In conjunction with the Parish Council taking over the old play area at Circular Road. Cllr Edelman has also been in contact with Matt Solley in respect of the footpath to the school, it is clear that more than cutting back is needed so further contact with KCC will be made. 7.	PLANNING
a. The appeal for non-determination in respect of Townsend Farm has been received by DDC. Heritage remains the main issue and comments from DDC are closely aligned to NPC’s original objection. It was proposed that Cllr Pays would write a response. Proposed by Cllr Edelman, seconded Cllr Pays ALLL AGREED.
b. The Crown Inn, Finglesham: It was agreed to request an extension to allow the council to fully consider the application.

8.	CLLR STEVE MANION REPORT

Cllr Manion spoke about the Local Plan which has now been adopted, changes have been requested by Anglela Rayner MP, it is hoped that these can be delayed for 5 years. In summary, Dover is in a better position than some other local districts.

KCC are offering support from the hardship fund to aid vulnerable people who may have just missed the level for payment of the energy support grants. Finally, all are encouraged to attend vaccination invitations when they are received.

EIS is delayed until 2025 which will help port traffic in the short term, finally Deal Pier has been granted £140,000 for repairs.
