a. District and County Councillors
KCC Cllr Steve Manion spoke about the DDC Local Plan which is open for public consultation and encouraged participation from parishioners. DDC are also working with the Alzheimer’s Society to provide a comprehensive service to those suppering from the disease. One proposal is that a badge with a QR code could be worn which would help families should their relative be confused, the code could be scanned, and the relatives or carers informed.
Unaccompanied asylum-seeking children now number around 500, KCC are pressing the Government to transfer some out of Kent.
